Association Accomplishments –Executive Reports

Kathy discussed the many accomplishments this year.  The first ever Seniors Team.  Highest number of registrations in the history of the association.  Senior team was sponsored $2,000 for jerseys.  Fundamental-older girls came on ice this year.  8 House teams did well and 3 went to Championship Day.  Competitive level-Atom C did well this year.  4 Competitive teams went to Provincials.  Registration has increased with 74 girls from Mississippi Mills.  We have approached M.M.  and Beckwith for increased ice time.  This year each team had 49 hours and this includes shared ice times.  Our goal is 2 hours of ice / week.  Our December House Tournament profited $2,600 .  Our March PeeWee House Tournament profited money which went to suppoort our Troops CFB Petawawa-Family Relief.  Lasty-Hockey Day in C.P. was a good opportunity to bring our hockey communities together.

1ST VICE PRESIDENT-KELLY ROMAIN

Kelly developed the new website for CPGHA.  She continually updated the website and did advertising for CPGHA.

Looked after the Blanket Lottery License, Bank Deposits and Organized Ladies Night and Yuk Yuk night.

2ND VICE PRESIDENT-KRISTY GILES

Didn’t seem to be an issue this year in terms of Discipline of coaches, players and parents.

We did run into a police check issue.
